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Used for inputs and output
Input e.g. – fabric, thread, drawstring, energy
Output e.g – completed product


Used for a process e.g. machine hem, cut fabric




A decision or quality control point e.g. check machine stitching, use connectors (lines/arrows) to show the ‘yes’ and ‘no’ paths
Different shapes mean different things (all these shapes can be found in office software i.e. word, powerpoint, publisher – ‘insert’ ‘flowchart’ – or copy from below)
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
